
Procedures for 
Foreigners With the 
Federal Police  



VISA = AUTHORIZATION FOR ENTERING BRAZIL
Granted by the Brazilian Embassy or Consulate in the foreign student's 

country of origin

RESIDENCE AUTHORIZATION = AUTHORIZATION TO LIVE IN 
BRAZIL (even if it is for a determined period and longer than 90 days) 

Visa Guidelines for Foreign 
Students



• Not every foreigner needs a visa to enter Brazil (foreigners from some 

countries can enter as tourists).

• ALL FOREIGNERS who will stay in Brazil for more than 90 days or who 
enter the country with a visa, even if they stay for less than 90 days, 
need to apply for a residence permit from the Federal Police. 

• Foreigners who do not request such authorization may be considered 

ILLEGAL in the country.

There are different 

procedures and documents 

for those who entered Brazil 

WITH A VISA and WITHOUT 

A VISA (consular label in the 

passport).

Visa Guidelines for Foreign 
Students



• For those who entered Brazil WITH A VISA (student, Mercosur or 
VITEM I), the procedure to be carried out is called "Visa 
Registration" / "Registering as a Foreigner in Brazil".

• For those who entered Brazil WITHOUT VISA (as a tourist), the 
procedure is called "Obtain Residence Permit" / Apply for 
residence" / "Renew residence" / "Transform residence".

After choosing the date and time, an appointment 
protocol will be generated in .pdf format

A copy of the scheduling protocol will also be sent 

to the registered email.

If there is no data available, 

the entire calendar will 

appear in gray, as shown in 

the image on the side.

In this case, you must use the 

arrow button (highlighted) to 

search for a vacancy in the 

following months.

Step by Step
"Visa Registration" 

The Federal Police (PF):

● opens a schedule of different 

types of services (visa 

registration, residence permit, 

CRNM withdrawal, etc.);

● serves foreigners from 62 cities 

under their responsibility;

● like many public services in 

Brazil, it may have an insufficient 

number of employees to serve 

everyone.

So be PATIENT.

Remember that you have UP 
TO 90 (ninety) days to go to 

the PF.

If you didn't succeed on a 
Friday, try the next one!



The last step is to appear in 

person at the Federal Police 

taking all the required 
documentation, including 

the completed form and the 

scheduling protocol.

Procedure to be followed ONLY by 

the foreigner who entered Brazil 

as a tourist, without a visa 
(without consular label).

Step by step
"Obtain Residence Permit"



The tourist visa is identified by the entry 
stamp in the passport, given by the 

Police at the arrival airport.

(All foreigners receive this stamp upon entry 

into the country, but only those who have 

NOT entered with a visa must follow the 

procedures described below).

The most used are 

the MERCOSUR agreement 

and Authorization for Study 

Purposes.

By clicking on the Pay button, you are not 
actually paying the fee, but generating a 

slip that must be paid at any bank branch 

or other forms of payment. Proof of 

payment must be handed over to the 

Police as well.

Completion of the form also 

depends on the agreement 

between Brazil and the 

foreigner's country of origin 

or whether it is a residence 

permit for students. 

Therefore, choose the button 

according to the previously 

verified documentation.
